Student Feedback Analysis 2019-2020

Feedback from students was collected online for the academic year 2019-2020. A total of 1232
students gave in their responses. Based on the feedback, it is observed that the overall grade
obtained is 3.64/5 this year.

Areas such as Team building activities/ Assemblies/ Outreach Programmes/ Wall journals/ News and
Bulletin Boards have been graded the highest with a grade of 3.86/5 followed by Theme based
Assemblies at 3.84. This is followed by Departmental Events at 3.83 closely followed by
Intercollegiate Literary and Cultural Fests along with Cultural awareness programs and field trips to
places of cultural significance at 3.82. :

The two areas which have been graded the least are Internships/ projects and assignments and
Revision/ Remedial classes obtaining a grade of 3.28/5 and 3.32/5 respectively.

Steps are being taken in regard to the above mentioned areas in terms of additional and regular
revision classes and tests along with both short and long term projects and internships.
