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The NSS Unit of Bishop Cotton Women’s Christian College actively conducted and 

participated in several impactful events during 2024–25. The Har Ghar Tiranga Rally on 14th 

August 2024, with 10 NSS volunteers, promoted patriotism in collaboration with NCC and the 

Student Welfare Committee under the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav initiative. A Food 

Distribution Drive on 5th September marked the International Day of Charity with 25 

volunteers participating. 

The unit joined the Swachata Hi Seva campaign through Shramadhana drives on 19th 

September 2024 and 21st March 2025, involving 40 volunteers in a campus cleanliness 

initiative. On 19th September, 45 volunteers took the Swachata Pledge promoting national 

cleanliness. 

An Orientation and Office Bearers Installation was held on 24th October, with 70 participants 

and dignitaries including Dr. S. Manonmani and Principal Dr. D. Revina. The NSS unit also 

volunteered for the Disha event.
